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Welcome to the festive final NMC SW Newsletter of 2023.

The challenges we faced at the start of this year, are very similar to those we face going into 
2024;  a milder, but significantly wetter, winter period.

In recent times, our team has had to deal with unprecedented levels of rainfall and flooding, and 
the inevitable strain this creates on our existing road infrastructure. Fortunately, we continue 
to provide a swift and effective response to these events when they arise; while continuing to 
identify and develop long-term solutions to tackle these issues.

 These weather events are a reminder of the impact of climate change on the road network, and in 
2023, we have taken significant steps to support Amey’s commitment to reduce our greenhouse 
gas emissions and reach net zero on the South-West contract by 2032. 

In August 2023, our contract introduced 13 electric VW ID.3 vehicles, with a range of between 
250 and 270 miles as part of our journey to net zero. 68.3 percent of our car and van fleet (below 
3.5T) are now ultra low emission vehicles.

 This key milestone was reached 20 months ahead of schedule, but also exceeds the 50% target 
set for 2025.  This year we also installed 26 brand new AC and 2 DC Electric Vehicle charging 
points at the Polmadie depot in Glasgow, with a similar initiative planned for our Ayr depot. 
These installations will future proof Amey’s fleet and plant capabilities.

Going into 2024 our primary concerns are ensuring the continued safety and reliability of the 
South-West Trunk Road Network for all road users, and protecting our workforce by ensuring 
they return home safe and sound at the end of the working day.

 It only remains to wish all our customers, stakeholders, staff, and suppliers a very Merry Christmas 
and a Happy New Year and to thank you all for your continued patience, understanding, and 
support.

Transport Scotland

On Wednesday 1st November 2023, colleagues 
from Amey South-West Trunk Roads were 
delighted to join Transport Scotland at the 
Glasgow Science Centre in Pacific Quay for their 
annual winter launch.  

The event included addresses from Minister for 
Transport Fiona Hyslop, Chief Superintendent, 
head of Road Policing, Hilary Sloan, Met Office 
Markets Director Ian Campbell, and Martin Reid, 
RHA Policy Director for Scotland, Wales and 
Northern Ireland. Each presentation praised 
the importance of partnership working over 
the winter months and the successes of a 
diverse, multi-agency approach in responding 
to weather events. Police Scotland and the 
Met Office will have dedicated staff based at 
the Traffic Scotland National Control Centre 
in South Queensferry throughout the winter 
period to ensure close and effective working 
between key partner agencies.  

In addition to snow and ice, the event 
acknowledged the need for more flexibility in 
Scotland’s severe weather response as flooding 
and high wind events have increased over the 
years with thanks given for partner response 
to Storms Agnes, Babet, and Ciarán. The 

Scottish Environment Protection Agency will also 
contribute to the Multi-Agency Response Team to 
help improve the overall response to heavy rainfall 
and named storms
. 
For Winter 2023/24, Scotland’s trunk roads will 
be serviced by a fully refreshed fleet of gritters to 
help keep Scotland moving. With new network 
management contracts in place for the North-West 
and North-East units, the entire gritter fleet has 
now been replaced with new vehicles as part of 
the improved winter service. Gritter numbers are 
maintained at a record high of 240. 

All four network management contracts bring 
increased quality and innovation to the winter 
service. 

Including: 
•	 Enhanced snow clearance strategy and gritter 

patrols across the trunk road network. 
•	 Improved snow plans for specific routes, which 

now cover the Aberdeen Western  Peripheral 
Route and parts of the A90 around Aberdeen, 
as well as the M8, M74, M77 and M80. 

•	 Pro-active treatments of foot and cycle paths.  
•	 Salt barns are full with almost 467,000 tonnes 

ready for use, which is more than was used 
across both Scotland’s trunk and local roads 
last winter.

Each quarter, Amey South-West Trunk Roads allocate 
funds to support local causes across our road network 
with employees nominating those who need donations 
for a particular event, supplies, or initiatives.

Nominated by Amey’s George Robertson, the Brightest 
Star supports bereaved families and was founded in 
memory of Jack Kennedy who suddenly passed away 
six days before his 6th birthday from an Adenal  virus 
(cold and flu) that attacked his heart.  When Jack fell 
ill, there were no beds available in Intensive Care at 
Yorkhill Childrens Hospital, so he had to be transferred 
to Edinburgh’s Sick Kids hospital. Due to the amount 
of equipment and three paramedics required at the 
scene, there was

not enough space for Jack’s parents to travel in the 
ambulance beside him. This was over an hour and half 
that they couldn’t spend with their son in his final hours.
  
After many years of fundraising, in 2018, the Brightest 
Star funded a family ambulance that can accommodate 

parents with enough space for the paramedics and 
their equipment. This ambulance cost £160,000 and 
covers the West of Glasgow. The Ambulance service 
have since funded two further vehicles for the North 
& East of Scotland.  

The charity also provides bereavement support to 
families and have their own dedicated centre called

Hulk’s Haven Retreat.  Finally, the Brightest Star offers 
Paediatric Emergency First Aid Courses to anyone who 
wants to learn Paediatric emergency lifesaving skills.

Road Safety Week 2023

This year’s BRAKE Road Safety Week took place 
between Sunday 19th November and Saturday 
25th November 2023 and its theme was Let’s 
Talk About Speed. The campaign acknowledged 
we all drive too fast sometimes but every time 
we drive faster than the speed limit, or too fast 
for the road conditions, we increase the risk of 
a crash, increasing the chance that someone we 
love will be killed or hurt on a road. 

BRAKE aims to bring everyone together from – 
schools to communities and professionals, to 
build upon drivers’, cyclists’, and pedestrians’ 
road safety knowledge. Whoever you are, 
however, you travel, we need to talk about 
SPEED.  

To support this year’s campaign, Amey South-
West Trunk Roads teamed up with Castle 
Douglas High School, bringing their S1-S3 pupils 
an insightful talk on road safety. Castle Douglas 
High School is located near the A75 trunk 
road, a road that is considered the third most 
dangerous in Scotland. Pairing this with busy 
local roads at peak times, it became imperative 
to work together to provide greater road safety 
messages to the children. 

Two Amey employees visited Castle Douglas High 
School, giving a presentation to communicate 
the importance of ensuring safety on the roads, 
informing the children about Amey’s road safety 
assessments and measures, and sharing recent 
statistics and facts that have influenced Amey’s 
road safety decisions in the area.  

By working closely with Castle Douglas High 
School, we were able to widen road safety 
knowledge among approximately 200 school 
children. 

Mr Cathro, Depute Head Teacher said: “It was 
great having Vince in speaking to our young 
people. Road safety is one of many things we try 
to instill in our young people as they will need 
this for the rest of their lives. They are never too 
young to learn.”  

BRAKE aims to raise awareness of key areas 
of road safety that the government supports, 
including safe roads, safe vehicles and speeds, 
the newly introduced hierarchy of road users, 
and the importance of inclusivity in order to 
keep everyone safe on the roads, no matter how 
they travel. 

This is achieved via BRAKE’s three key 
points:  

THINK about how we can all use roads 
safely to protect ourselves and other road 
users  

UNDERSTAND how safe roads can 
enable everyone to make safe and healthy 
journeys  

REMEMBER road crash victims and

This year, Scotland’s largest road, transport 
and mobility focused event, Road Expo, took 
place at Glasgow’s Scottish Event Campus (SEC) 
on Tuesday 28th November and Wednesday 
29th November 2023. This two-day event, in 
partnership with Transport Scotland, is co-
located with Bridges Scotland and brings 
together Scottish Local Authorities, Government, 
and Commercial Suppliers. 

The event opened with an address from the 
Minister for Transport, Fiona Hyslop who gave 
an inspiring speech on Scotland’s ambitions 
for the transport industry and the Scottish 
Government’s 20-year transport strategy. Both 
events then proceeded with insightful talks from 
experts, including three Amey employees, who 
demonstrated solutions to allow these ambitions 
to be met, with a great concentration on climate 
change and achieving net zero. 

Day One concluded with a presentation from 
Amey’s Innovation Project Manager, Lauren 
SeBlonka. Partnered with Scott Walker, Asset 
Services Manager of North Lanarkshire Council, 
Lauren spoke of the ADEPT Live Labs 2, Centre 
of Excellence for Decarbonising Local Roads 
UK project. The principle focus of this project is 
to establish innovations in decarbonised roads 
materials and trial them in Scotland. This will 
be achieved through the creation of a digital 
knowledge bank where innovations can be 
shared and grow. The Centre of Excellence 
will be a source that Local Authorities and 

Private, Public, and Academic sectors can 
utilise to come together to accelerate the 
implementation of low-carbon materials. 

“I was delighted to introduce the Scottish 
road sector to the Centre of Excellence for 
Decarbonising Roads at Road Expo Scotland, 
a Live Labs 2 project that Amey is delivering 
in partnership with North Lanarkshire Council, 
Transport for West Midlands and Colas to 
accelerate the transition to net zero. Through 
our partnerships spanning public, private and 
academic sectors, we are creating a live trial 
ecosystem, carbon evaluation process and 
online knowledge bank to enable material 
innovation to flourish, and we look forward 
to working alongside Scottish local highways 
authorities to achieve this.” - Lauren SeBlonka, 
Innovation Project Manager 

 Day Two at Bridges Scotland commenced with 
a presentation on the Existing and Emerging 
Scour Monitoring Methods from Principal 
Project Director, Effie Koursari. Effie explained 
the main types of Scour and the current direct 
and indirect monitoring methods available for 
these. Effie then outlined a new Scour prediction 
model that is currently in development, which 
aspires to be more effective. 

As well as looking into future innovations, the 
Bridges Scotland event reflected on previous 
projects, with Project Director, Angus Bruce, 
delivering a detailed presentation on Amey’s

work on the repair of the A77 Carlock Wall. Angus 
shared the background to the replacement of this 
structure as well as the engineering challenges 
faced during the project. Angus then outlined 
the improvements implemented by Amey to 
enhance the quality of the wall. 

“It was a scheme Amey inherited when 
we commenced the NMC SW contract. It 
subsequently required further design and 
additional works due to unexpected ground 
conditions. This additional work was designed, 
checked, procured, and constructed, which then 
allowed the completion of the original granular 
Earth retaining structure. Although the project 
subsequently took longer to complete, the final 

solution was an excellent result.” - Angus Bruce, 
Project Director 

During the two-day exhibition, members 
of our team took the time to attend various 
sessions, widening our understanding of the 
potential impacts and innovations involving 
climate change and the roads sector. Road Expo 
provided us with the opportunity to enhance 
our insight into existing and future skills gaps 
and explore the efforts needed to resolve this 
issue. In addition, broadening our knowledge in 
energy transition on our journey to net zero, and 
share our developments with industry partners. 



At Amey, our people are our greatest asset, on Tuesday 
12th December 2023 we held the annual A*Stars Awards 
ceremony at the iconic London Transport Museum, where we 
celebrated Amey employees who live up to our values and 
who deliver an outstanding service for our clients, colleagues, 
and the communities we work in.

During September 2023, Amey South-West Trunk Roads 
supported the Stranraer Development Trust in the run 
up to their annual Oyster Festival.  

The primary aim of the Trust is to achieve sustainable 
regeneration of the community of Stranraer by 
addressing a range of economic, social, environmental, 
and cultural issues. It furthers projects that increase 
opportunities, improve the attractiveness of the town, 
attract more visitors, and revive a perceived lost sense 
of pride in the town and what it has to offer.

Scottish Wildlife Trust, nominated by Environmental 
and Sustainability Manager, Craig MacGarvie. 

Over the last 50 years, the Scottish Wildlife Trust has 
established itself as a leader in nature conservation 
in Scotland. The trust has introduced a new initiative, 
the Irvine to Girvan Nectar Network that aims to 
establish connected nectar and pollen-rich sites along 
the Ayrshire coast, ensuring the long-term survival of 
pollinating insects in the area. To support the Nectar 
Network, the Trust received £316.

Partnerships Manager said: “The Scottish Wildlife Trust 
Manages over 100 wildlife reserves across Scotland 
and leads environmental restoration initiatives. Amey’s

Tuesday 24th October until Tuesday 31st October 2023 
marked Bat Week, an international campaign designed 
to raise awareness about the need for bat conservation. 
Bats serve a vital role in nature and contribute to the 
biodiversity of our environment through pollination 
and as predators of nocturnal insects. 
To celebrate Bat Week, we donated £340 from 
our quarterly community fund to support the Bat 
Conservation Trust. The Bat Conservation Trust supports 
local bat groups across the UK, working with volunteers, 
scientists, industries, and the government on a variety of 
bat conservation projects. The Trust aims to learn more 
about bats and their habitats to better protect them, 
inspire the public to get involved, and strengthen the 
Trust’s work to build skills and resources.  

We support the Trust’s mission, and before we carry out 
any maintenance schemes along the South-West Trunk 
Road Network, we are obliged to carry out Protected 
Species surveys for animals such as bats to ensure we 
will not be disturbing or destroying any habitats over the 
course of our work. Sadly, four of the UK’s 17 breeding 
bat species are at risk of extinction. 

Kit Stoner, CEO of the Bat Conservation Trust said: “Your 
donation will enable us to continue to find effective 
ways to monitor and learn more about bat species, raise 
awareness of the needs of these species and produce 
guidance and advice. We are increasingly reliant on 
the generosity of our supporters, and so your donation 
makes a big difference. Every contribution helps to 
move us a step closer to achieve our vision of a world 
rich in wildlife where bats and people thrive together.

Each quarter, Amey South-West Trunk Roads 
allocate funds to support local causes across our 
road network with employees nominating those 
who need donations for a particular event, supplies, 
or initiatives.

Nominated by Amey’s George Robertson, the 
Brightest Star supports bereaved families and 
was founded in memory of Jack Kennedy who 
suddenly passed away six days before his 6th 
birthday from an Adenal  virus (cold and flu) that 
attacked his heart.  When Jack fell ill, there were 
no beds available in Intensive Care at Yorkhill 
Childrens Hospital, so he had to be transferred to 
Edinburgh’s Sick Kids hospital. Due to the amount 
of equipment and three paramedics required at 
the scene, there was

not enough space for Jack’s parents to travel in 
the ambulance beside him. This was over an hour 
and half that they couldn’t spend with their son 
in his final hours.
  
After many years of fundraising, in 2018, the 
Brightest Star funded a family ambulance that can 
accommodate parents with enough space for the 

paramedics and their equipment. This ambulance 
cost £160,000 and covers the West of Glasgow. 
The Ambulance service have since funded two 
further vehicles for the North & East of Scotland.  

The charity also provides bereavement support to 
families and have their own dedicated centre called

Hulk’s Haven Retreat.  Finally, the Brightest Star 
offers Paediatric Emergency First Aid Courses to 
anyone who wants to learn Paediatric emergency 
lifesaving skills.

Over the past year, we have been conducting 
Journey to Work events and by engaging 
with communities we have tailored our 
approach to meet what specific communities 
need. In Scotland, we are partnering with 
Leuchars RAF to deliver CV workshops that 
will assist their members who are returning 
to civilian life.  

On Wednesday 20th September 2023, 
Amey South-West Trunk Roads hosted 
a Challenge Cup event at its Polmadie 
office in Glasgow. The Challenge Cup 
is an annual event created by Amey 
to mark  International Women in 
Engineering Day, inspiring schoolgirls 
to consider a career in engineering and 
what this could involve as well as provide 
an insight into the roles available in 
the industry. Two Glasgow schools 
were invited to take part: Shawlands 
Academy and St Mungo’s High School.   

The pupils were given a real-life 
engineering scenario of a collapsed 
bridge and had to create a design 
to replace it. They had to take into 
consideration cost, timeline for build, 
the environment, and health and safety. 
The teams then presented their solution 
to their client who gave feedback, 
which had to be incorporated into a

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revised design. At the end of the day, 
each group had to give a 10-minute 
presentation to a panel of judges from 
our South-West team: Brian Park, Douglas 
Cairns, and Jack Dunsmuir.  The pupils 
gave fantastic presentations and were 
extremely engaged throughout the day.

To measure the impact of the day, we 
used the Essential Skills Framework. The 
framework is made up of eight skills 
required to thrive in education and 
employment, including listening, problem 
solving, and teamwork. Each pupil had 
to rate themselves at the start of the day 
against those skills and work on the skills 
they had rated themselves lowest. At the 
end of the day the pupils had to remark 
themselves on their essential skills. Thanks 
to everyone who gave their time to be 
involved and thank you to Shawlands 
Academy and St Mungo’s High School 
for taking part.

Two Amey employees from the North-East trunk 
road team climbed Scotland’s two highest peaks in 
22 hours to raise money for Cancer Research UK. 

Principal Construction Manager Stephen Pilkington 
and Journey Time Reliability Coordinator Ryan 
Newman took on Ben Macdui and Ben Nevis as part 
of the Amey 2for2 Challenge. The 2for2 Challenge 
ran during October 2023 and its basis was to
fundraise in the theme of 2s, to coincide with our 
second, two-year partnership
with CRUK. 

Stephen and Ryan started their challenge at 
Scotland’s second highest mountain, Ben Macdui, 
with an elevation of 4,295 feet (1,309 metres), on 
Friday 27th October at midday. 

On completion they drove from the Cairngorms to 
Fort William, grabbed a few hours sleep and then 
set off to complete Ben Nevis, with an elevation 
of 4,413 ft (1,345 metres) on Saturday 28th before 
10am. 

The duo reached the summit of Ben Nevis by 
9.33am, completing their 22 hour challenge with 
27 minutes to spare.  Ryan said: “The weather 
throughout was relentless. On the first climb we 
were both absolutely soaked, and the winds were 
strong enough to knock us off balance, but we 
managed to get up and down on Ben Macdui. 

“Waking up in the early hours of Saturday morning 
to say that both our legs were sore would be an 
understatement.  

“Again the weather did not let up, but by reminding 
ourselves of the cause and how much money we 
raised, we were able to complete the challenge
and reach the peak of Ben Nevis where the winds 
at the top were upwards of
80mph.  

“It was a great feeling and we completed the 
challenge in 21 hrs and 37 minutes.”
